In December, we were able to deliver food hampers that included a turkey and bread to
approximately 212 families in the areas of the HRM that we regularly visit. Those locations included
the 500 Block of Herring Cove Road, Bayers Westwood, Mulgrave Park and Greystone Drive. We
also delivered hampers to Demetreous Lane in Dartmouth.

We also distributed approximately 350 treat bags for children along with new socks, hats and mitts.
